Our Christian Values... Life in all its Fullness

school community. They help us in our decision making, the way we work together and our daily lives. We
actively teach these values to all children. The children will be taught our values in the following ways this half
term:

‘Hope: The children will learn about hope through the Christmas story.

Joy: The children will earn about joy when exploring different celebrations such as Diwali.

fLove: The children will learn about love through the Christmas story and through sharing about who they are,
who is in their lives and who is important to them.

Patience: The children will learn about patience through Advent and The Christmas story.

Gentleness: The children will learn gentleness through the Nativity story.

Tolerance: The children will learn about things and times that are special to them and times that are special to
other people. They will begin to learn that other people might think and feel differently to them and learn to
Jlisten to other people’s ideas; showing tolerance.

Toys...

Unfortunately, we discourage children from bringing toys into Nursery. In our experience children tend to become
very possessive over their toys, which can cause disagreements. Children become upset if they cannot find their toy in
the setting; it gets broken or taken home by another child. Please could you therefore help us by not bringing your child’s
toy into Nursery; alternatively encourage your child to leave the toy in the cloakroom.
