Children with poor attendance make slower progress. Attendance below 96% is a cause for concern and needs improvement.
Children with attendance below 90% are regarded as persistent absentees.

If a child is taken out of school without the HeadTeacher’s authorisation, it will be recorded as unauthorised absence. This may
lead to the issuing of a penalty notice and legal action being taken. The court can fine each parent up to £1,000 per child,
order payment of the prosecution costs and/or make a Parenting Order. Please note that penalties and prosecutions are in
respect of each parent for each child.

At a recent court hearing for unauthorised absence Magistrates imposed a fine of £220, costs of £125 and a
victim surcharge of £30; a total of £375 for each parent of a pupil at Holly Hill School.
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
